Mid Atlantic Arts Foundation, in partnership with the Delaware Division of the Arts, and with support from the National Endowment for the Arts, has awarded 14 grants to Delaware performing arts presenters through a special initiative supporting the presentation of touring performing artists at venues within Delaware.
